GROUP REGISTRATION

Register your group online at wayumi.com, or use this link (Register Your Group)

Pay $250 non-refundable deposit after receiving invoice email via Square (see “Financial
information” below)
Your group’s spot will be secured once the deposit is received.

INDIVIDUAL REGISTRATION

After completing your group registration and paying the $250 deposit, all attendees will need
to fill out an Online Individual Registration form.

Each individual will receive a confirmation email that includes the packing list.

The group leader will receive copies of all individual registrations to help track registrations.
ALL INDIVIDUAL REGISTRATIONS DUE ONE MONTH PRIOR TO ARRIVAL

Please complete individual registration as early as possible to help us plan.

FINANCIAL INFORMATION

A $250 deposit per group is required after submitting the Group Registration.

This deposit will be applied toward the total fee.

Once all individual registrations are received, we will send one invoice to the group leader
for the remaining balance.

The final payment is due 10 days prior to arrival.

Individual attendees will not be billed separately — the group leader collects payments and

submits one payment to Wayumi. If this presents any difficulty, please feel free to contact.

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ARRIVAL INFO

Departure is on Sunday after lunch.
Lunch begins at noon and groups are free to leave once they’ve finished eating.

CHILDCARE

Please note that we do not provide childcare during the retreat.

The retreat content is geared toward ages 12 and up.

Children under 12 are welcome to attend, but they may find the sessions less engaging and
could require supervision.

If you are planning to bring children under 12, we recommend arranging or being prepared
to provide your own childcare, either as a family or in coordination with your church.

Kids are welcome to enjoy our open fields, playground, and gym — there's plenty of room
to play! Just a reminder that adult supervision is required in all activity areas.

LODGING ROOMS

Lodging is in dorm-style apartments with twin-size beds.

Participants should bring a sleeping bag or twin-sized sheets and blankets, pillowcase, and
towel.

Individual restroom and shower facilities are located in common areas.

All buildings and rooms have heat and air-conditioning as well as Wi-Fi.

We do our best to give each family or married couple their own room. If the retreat reaches
full capacity, we may need to assign some rooms by gender to maximize space.

If you have specific room requests, please reach out — we’ll do our best to accommodate.

Meals are served cafeteria-style in our dining hall.

We can accommodate gluten-free and dairy-free diets for an additional charge of $10
Other dietary needs cannot be accommodated by our kitchen. Guests with additional
restrictions may need to bring supplemental food.
